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Letters to the Editor

As a nation, we do not officially fly our flag at ‘half mast’ to mark British
soldiers’ deaths in wartime or our opinion of war and politicians.  Flying the
flag in this way might give the enemy the impression that the nation’s
morale is low and result in another onslaught on British soldiers.  Individuals
are free to use their own flagpoles for these purposes.

There is an accepted convention on the position of the Union flag, the times
for raising and lowering it etc, but flags have, for example, been put half way
down the parish council’s flagpole and not at ‘half mast’.  No flag has been
removed from this flagpole when flying at half mast.

The permission of the property owner should be obtained before use is made
of their property, otherwise use may be unlawful.  Claimed motive and
support is no justification for not doing so.  Innuendo or defamatory
statements should not be made of the owner or the owner’s agent (in this
case, myself when wearing the ‘cap’ of clerk to the parish council) when he
or she is preserving both property rights and democratic rights, nor should
these statements be made to cow him or her from continuing to do so.

In this matter, I have played but a small part in standing up for English
Common Law rights and the respectful treatment of the British flag, and am
proud to have done so.  A former paratrooper tells me that, judging from his
experience of them, soldiers would not like the way our flag has been
misused in Froyle.

The Parish Council were pleased to see the letters regarding the use of the
flagpole to mark the deaths of those lost in battle. One of the purposes of this
magazine is to act as a forum for discussion and debate. It is one of the ways
by which, together with public meetings, correspondence and individual
conversations, Parishioners can make their views known to the Council.

It might be helpful if I provide some background to the flag flying debate. In
the summer of 2007 the Parish Council received a number of complaints
concerning the fact that the Union Flag was, from time-to-time, being flown
at half-mast at the war memorial to mark the deaths of British service
personnel. A separate concern was that the flagpole was too tall and
dominant.
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The Council considered the matter carefully. It was decided to move the
flagpole to the village hall and to ask two members of the Council to
develop a policy for its use. (This can be found on the PC website.) The
policy was adopted by the Council at its meeting of 6 August 2007. It
broadly follows the conventions of flag flying on public buildings,
specifying certain days like the Queen’s birthday when the flag can be flown
and adding special Froyle days like the Fete and the Open Gardens
Weekend. The policy also states that anyone wanting to fly a flag from the
village flagpole ask the Council’s permission. So for example, we were
recently happy to see the RNLI flag flying.

Whilst I would ask everybody to respect the Council’s policy with regard to
flag flying, it is important that the policy reflects the view of the majority of
the village.  To this end, I would ask anyone who wishes to express a view
on this or related matters to contact myself or another parish councillor and
we will represent your views as fairly as we can.

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Cinema

I went to my first movie in 1937. The closing footage showed a handsome
ship under full sail heading into a glorious sunset to the strains of a heavenly
choir. I watched it, fascinated, to THE very END. Standing for the last four
bars of the National Anthem was a modest price to pay, an opinion few
shared judging by a panic rush to the exits.

A year later, I was movie-going weekly – at my primary school on Saturday
mornings, at one halfpenny per throw. This enterprise rivalled the twopenny
rush at the fleapit near the library. Most of the films exhibited by Effra ended
like my first film, with that ship steering a westerly course late in the
evening. I believe to this day that historical cinema epics all had the last reel
in common, no doubt an example of studios’ cost-saving cooperation forced
on them by the Great Depression. The films shown at school were certainly
not in colour, hardly even in black and white, conforming no doubt with the
contentious issues of the day, only to be measured in shades of grey.

Two years later, in Lewes, I was to become a Wednesday afternoon regular at
the ambitiously named Cinema de Luxe. The double feature invariably, as I
remember it, comprised a Western and a sub-pre-Bilko U.S. military skit.
Many will be familiar with the Colonel Hall character, easily bamboozled by
conniving subordinates, and he featured – or perhaps it was his father - in
every supporting feature on those illicit Wednesday afternoons.

They tell me that the authorities are bringing back compulsory sport in
schools for 5 – 16 year olds. I predict a cinema matinee boom as children use
well-honed inherited skills to skip games.

Back at the de Luxe in 1940, we twelve year olds were a degree embarrassed
because certain avant garde third-formers attended accompanied by girls.
Smug girls from the County School. This produced a reaction from us
similar to Oscar Wilde’s on meeting his chum in the Haymarket sporting a
pet lobster on a lead. Reluctantly impressed, with raised eyebrows, in some
astonishment, we produced a hesitant chorus of derision as the young swains
entered with their paramours. The third-formers tried to look nonchalant, but
usually one or two cracked  and were unable to refrain from threats like “I’ll
get you tomorrow…”

It was a novel experience to attend the up-market Lewes Odeon one
morning with the whole school, to see Chaplin in “The Great Dictator”. It
was truly one of those unforgettable events, and to this day I regard that
much-praised propagandist masterpiece as the most boring film ever made.
To confirm my total lack of judgement and taste, let me blaspheme and
challenge world opinion by adding that Charles Chaplin was consistently the
unfunniest bore in the history of theatre, cinema and the universe. Actually, I
suspect I am not alone, but anti-Chaplinism stays stubbornly
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Long long after, a second school visit to that bourgeois Odeon counted as
four Eng. Lit. periods, as we were treated to Olivier’s Henry V. In a critical
essay to be handed in by Monday morning at the latest, I rated it better than
the Odeon’s previous offering, and I remember offering the opinion that the
chap who played the King took his part well.

Much later cinema-going involved other considerations than the quality of
the screened epic. Discreetly lit un-overlooked back rows were in style from
teens to twenties. Some kind of paradise for a reasonable three-and-six was
available in some small town cinemas in the shape of fauteuils-for-two.
Facilities for refreshment varied from Astoria to Odeon, from Empire to
Palace. For sheer consistency a well-remembered Embassy now, alas, no
more, took the catering award annually for its poached egg on toast, waitress
served at one-and-sixpence with aspidistra accompaniment. The Rear
Admiral at the entrance could not have been more helpful in steering those
of us without his navigational skills to the one-and-nine queue.

You would need all those skills to get to see your film of choice at our new
local cinema, which boasts ten screens and parking for two-and-a-half
thousand. Most normally forgetful folk leave in the wrong Escort. After all,
they all look the same, like the films.

What a way to end the decade, the wettest December for 20 years; and, with
both rain and snow helping to produce 329.5mm (almost 40% of the year’s
total) rainfall in the last 2 months, you have to go all the
way back to, I believe, October and November 1940 – does
anybody remember that particular winter? – for wetter,
consecutive months.   And for the year as a whole, 2009
may have been 10% above the long-term average, but it was
still more or less in line with the last 3 years (2007 –
896.5mm; 2008 – 830.5mm).

It was with great sadness that we had to take the decision to cancel this
year’s Pantomime (with ticket sales going so well). The bad weather before

June Trim
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The loss of the 1931 Census
(extract from 1911Census.org.uk)

In theory the 1931 census for England & Wales would have been available for
public access in 2032 or perhaps earlier if rules were to be changed. However
that is not to be. On the night of Saturday 19th December 1942, there was a fire
at a store in Hayes, Middlesex. The store, the responsibility of the Office of
Works, contained a large amount of furniture but in addition it contained the
census records for England & Wales for 1931, that is the whole of the schedules,
enumeration books and plans. They were all completely destroyed.
The fire was not caused by enemy action and the civil servant from the General
Register Office who visited the site a few days later was bemused as to how a
fire “achieved such dimensions in a store in which special hydrants had been
fitted and was said to have been in charge of a fire guard of 6 paid firewatchers”
and that it is “a mystery which will need investigation”.
He reported that he and his colleague “are both satisfied that it would be useless
to attempt any sort of salvage operation; we are leaving the Office of Works to
clear and dispose of the debris in any way they think desirable”.
The file on this at the National Archives shows that the General Register Office
continued to try and find out what caused the fire - the final word on this
seemed to be in March the following year when it was reported that “the
fierceness of the fire obliterated all traces of its cause and the only clue is a
suggestion in the police report that it may have been due to a lighted cigarette
thrown down by one of the fire watchers. There is not sufficient evidence to
justify any action”.

Village Hall Kitchen Fund Raising Update

I would like to thank everyone in the village who has donated towards the
Village Hall kitchen project, the response has been very encouraging and for
that we are extremely grateful. Because of your generosity we are now well
on the way to our target of £35,000 and to making this much-needed project
happen.

To recap, we estimate we require a budget of £35,000 to extend the usable
kitchen space by 50%, get new ovens, a gas hob, a fridge and worksurfaces
AS WELL AS to sort the leaking flat roof and replace the central heating and
hot water system and electricty distribution board.

One dull day Des burst excitedly into the general office on the third floor,
where I pushed a reluctant pen.

“Quick” he said, “I’ve got the keys to the safe below the banking hall. I’ll
show you Daniel O’Connell’s sword.”

Pen gratefully discarded, I joined him in the long descent, only mildly
intrigued. Once in the vault Des moved to the far end, fiddled with the keys,
and extracted what I assume was an early nineteenth century dress sword,
housed in appropriately crafted scabbard. I reached forward to touch it and
did, just, but in that very instant Des drew the sword, yelling “Have at ye
varlet!”

The scabbard broke in half.

Our faces shone in the half-light.

“What are we going to do?”
“Was it broken already?”
And, simultaneously, “Lets put it back.”

We gingerly slotted the scabbard halves on to the priceless artefact – in our
minds its value was increasing by the second – and replaced the relic where
it had rested.

Des looked up. I don’t think we spoke. We climbed the endless stairs. My
reluctant pen seemed to offer itself as a safe attractive comforter. Desmond
went on his way.

I don’t think I slept for several nights. I don’t know if Des slept, for he never
mentioned the incident again. No more I. And neither did anyone else…..

Once or twice in the passing years I have swallowed hard at the memory of
the O’Connell Sword Disaster. To this day I don’t know its history, value,
whereabouts or significance. Others will.
All I hope is that the statute of limitations applies. At my time of life I
wouldn’t want to be questioned about what some might call an act of gross
vandalism.

And I wish I’d thought to wipe our prints off before we left the vault.

2010 – The International Year of Biodiversity - IYB

Biodiversity – The variety of life on earth and the habitats that support them.

We need biodiversity because our lives depend on the natural world for clean
water, food, the air we breathe, health, clothing and more. In recognition of this
the UN have designated 2010 as the International Year of Biodiversity.
It is shocking to learn that plants and animals are becoming extinct at a faster
rate today that at any time in the last 65 million years.  17,000 different species
are on the brink of extinction including one fifth of the world’s mammals.
Reasons for this include habitat destruction and fragmentation, pollution and
over exploitation of natural resources. For more information visit the Natural
History Museum website http://www.nhm.ac.uk/nature-online/biodiversity/
index.html

In the UK, in addition to already rare species, many others, that we take for
granted, have also declined such as the song thrush, house sparrow, common
toad, grass snake, hedgehog, brown hare and various bat species.  For a full
list of UK animals, plants and habitats of conservation concern visit -http://

In Hampshire we have a Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) which details the
national priority species/habitats that occur within the county and our locally
rare/declining/threatened species/habitats.

Last month, on Sunday 31st January  it was announced at all services in the
Benefice of Froyle and Holybourne that I had accepted a new appointment
as Priest-in-Charge of Chesterfield, SS Augustine and Priest-in-Charge of St
Mark Brampton within the Diocese of Derby and that I will be leaving
Froyle this summer.

As I said in Church on the day, I made the announcement with a mixture of
sadness and excitement, sadness after thirteen years living and ministering
amongst you but excitement as well as I move to a very different kind of
ministry. This is to serve as a Priest in an urban environment where there is
much challenging social need. After twenty years as a Priest working in, and,
very much enjoying, rural/semi-rural ministry, I felt over some period of
time that I was very much being called to a different kind of parish work. I
would very much appreciate your thoughts and prayers as Jenny and I and
the family prepare for the challenges that lie ahead.

I am very aware that my forthcoming move now resolves Pastoral
Reorganisation issues that have “hung in the air” over the Benefice for many
years now. I am equally aware that the last two years, as Pastoral Re-
organisation has proceeded apace, have been a time of uncertainty for many,
especially for those actively involved in the life of our two churches. In some
isolated cases this has resulted in extreme frustration, even anger. I regret
this but equally I would like to thank people for their patience and their
support of me personally during this difficult time of impending change.

So, when I am licensed and take up the new post, subject to the Pastoral
Scheme continuing to proceed smoothly, Froyle will become part of a new
Benefice of Binsted, Bentley and Froyle and Holybourne will join the new
Parish of the Resurrection, Alton already in covenant with the Alton
Methodist Church. As I prepare to leave I will endeavour to keep you
informed of the handover arrangements.

I will, of course continue to hold you all in my prayers as you face new and
exciting futures.

Is your garden being over run by rabbits?  If so, you might like me

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The Hedge by the Recreation Ground – Spring Pruning

I see by the March magazine the hedge at the recreation 
ground is going to be cut.

Spring Pruning

Spring is not the time to cut hedges. The early nesting birds 
have started to make their nests. They are a little later this 
year because of the cold weather. Blackbirds, thrush, robin, 
dunnock and some reptiles and mammals will be coming out 
of hibernation and will be disturbed.

The only hedge which is cut in spring is any of the prunius 
family. This is cut when the sap is rising as this helps to 
prevent diseases and die back. Beech hedges are cut from the 
last week in July into August. The hedge will make enough 
growth and mature before the first frost. This will give wildlife 
some cover before winter.

It is only non-gardeners that like to cut their hedges in spring 
and tidy their gardens with no thought for wildlife.

The Case of the Mutant Bullion

us the details we will compile a list.   We look forward to more contributions 
for next month – Michelle Essenson & Sue Clark.
 

                                           

We have three types of bees – bumble bees, honeybees and solitary bees. 
They are all very important in our food chain for pollinating our fruit and 
vegetable crops. We need to look after them by planting flowers and shrubs 
that have lots of pollen (and nectar). Not plants with double flowers as bees 
cannot get to the little pollen they have. 

Flowers that are recommended include what are called “cut and come 
again” mixed annuals which most seed catalogues have this year. Herbs, 
such as thyme, marjoram, chives, borage and many more are also good. 
Green manures, if you let them come up to flower e.g. red clover, phacelia 
and lupins are also very good plants for pollen for the bees.

I have a shrub sarcococca humilis – sweet box in the garden. As soon as the 
sun comes out in the morning it is full of bees trying to find the nectar. 

Autumn flowering plants such as ivy are important food sources to enable 
honey bees to build up their reserves to survive the winter.  

Another way to encourage the bees into our gardens is to build them a 
nest. Encourage some kinds of solitary bees by getting a tin, filling it with 
lengths of bamboo and fixing it to a fence or other structure. You can also 
make nests for bumble bees by taking a ball of dried moss about the size of 
a tennis ball and putting this under a shed. They also like old bird boxes. 

Insecticides - if you use these, spray late afternoon when the bees have 
gone back to their hives and holes. If sprayed in the day when the sun is 
full it will kill them. 

And, just like any other creature bees need water. 

Enjoy the bees in your garden and see how many species you have.

As far as individual households are concerned, marking of everything 
valuable from jewellery and china to tools and bicycles is possible and 
recommended, and a single pack will mark around 50 items. Special kits 
are also available for vehicle, equestrian, marine and garden use. Your 
code and address details are kept securely in SMARTWATER’s National 
Security Register. Businesses are covering key areas of their buildings with 
anti-intruder systems, and there is a strong development in the protection 
from theft of copper and lead such as in powerlines and church roofs. 

SMARTWATER warning signs are provided for display at properties 
where it is in use, and there is a substantial campaign to advertise 
SMARTWATER to the criminal community as a deterrent. In many areas 
where it has been deployed the reduction in burglaries has been well in 
excess of 50%. It is also worth asking your insurance company what 
premium discount they would offer if you used this product.

Lawrie feels that 
the recent support and friendship extended by friends in the village 
has confirmed that they made the right choice when coming to 
Froyle, which has shown itself to be a very special place, made so in 
no small measure by the community who live there.
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GARDENING FOR BUTTERFLIES

There are 59 species of butterfly found in Britain, 46 in Hampshire, most 
require exacting habitat conditions to exist which includes an abundance 
of the larval food plant. These food plants differ from species to species 
and comprise specific native flowers, grasses, trees and shrubs. Nectar 
is also required for the adults giving them vital energy to fly and breed.  
Some of the richest habitats are traditionally managed woodlands, chalk 
downlands, meadows and heathlands but vast areas have been lost in the 
past 60 years with agricultural intensification and habitat destruction tak-
ing their toll. Consequently invertebrates dependant on these plant com-
munities are seeing worrying declines which include three quarters of UK 
butterfly species. 

Some butterflies are less particular in their requirements - hedgerows, 
copses, flowery field margins, track and roadside verges all play an im-
portant role in their survival but wild flowers have declined here too.  We 
can help by providing nectar for adults and in some cases food plants for 
the larvae. Butterflies not only brighten our gardens with movement and 
colour but also, along with moths, provide vital food supplies for other 
species especially birds and bats.
 
NECTAR PLANTS (a selection of garden and wild flowers)- Prim-
rose, Chionodoxa, Pussy Willow, Bluebell, Aubrietia, Hyacinth, Cuckoo 
Flower, Forget-me-not, Perennial Wallflower – Bowles Mauve, Honesty, 
Sweet Rocket – Hesperis matronalis,  Bird’s-foot Trefoil, Lavender,  Mar-
joram, Bramble, Mint, Hyssop, Perennial Pea - Lathyrus latifolius, Hebe, 
Buddleia, Verbena bonariensis  Field Scabious , Hemp Agrimony, Tea-
sel, Phlox, Ice plant- Sedum spectabile, Cone Flower, Inula hookeri, Mi-
chaelmas Daisy.  Annuals include Candytuft, Tithonia, and Single dahlias.   
Flowering Ivy is an important late season nectar source for many insects 
including the Red Admiral.  It’s a larval food plant of the Holly Blue but-
terfly and the Brimstone will hibernate in it.  Birds find shelter, build nests 
amongst it and eat the berries in winter. The juice from rotting windfall

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fruit is often a magnet for Comma and Red Admiral. 

Aim to provide a continuous source of nectar from early spring to late 
autumn. Butterflies seek out warmth so try and position your nectar plants 
in sunny areas sheltered from the wind. Many of the plants will also attract 
other invertebrates including Moths, Honey Bees, Bumble Bees, Solitary 
Bees and Hoverflies. 

LARVAL FOOD PLANTS - The adult female must search for the right 
food plants to lay her eggs   The Peacock seeks out Nettle, the only plant 
her caterpillars (larva) will eat. Small Tortoiseshell, Comma and Red Ad-
miral are the other nettle feeders. Cabbage Whites, can be tempted away 
from our brassicas by planting Nasturtiums. The Holly Blue lays on Holly 
in the spring and Ivy in the autumn and the Orange tip on Sweet Rocket, 
Honesty, Ladies Smock and Garlic Mustard –Brimstone larvae will only 
eat Buckthorn or Alder Buckthorn.   Again these plants need to be in sun-
ny sheltered areas and of course chemicals should be avoided.
 
SPECIES TO LOOK OUT FOR IN OUR GARDENS - Brimstone, Pea-
cock, Small Tortoiseshell, Comma and Red Admiral, are the first species 
on the wing in spring having hibernated as adults.  By May Holly Blue, 
Green-veined White, Orange Tip, Small Copper, Speckled Wood, Large 
and Small White (Collectively known as Cabbage Whites) will be fly-
ing and perhaps the migrant Painted Lady.   Others to watch for during 
the year are Common Blue, Meadow Brown, Large and Small Skipper, 
Gatekeeper and Ringlet.  These are the most likely species to turn up in 
our Froyle gardens but others could make an appearance.  A list of the 35 
species recorded in the Parish in the past 20 years plus suggested butterfly 
ID guides will soon be on http://www.froyle.com/nature.htm. 

What flowers do butterflies visit in your garden?  Pass your observations 
to Michelle either through her letterbox or via michelle.essenson at essen-
tia.ltd.uk and we’ll draw up a Froyle list for next year.

The proposal to transfer the parish of Froyle from one benefice to 
another has to go through certain “legal” processes.

Our move is one of four proposals that must be agreed at the same time, 
including the move of Holybourne to join the parish of the Resurrection, 
Alton and the agreement of the patronage arrangements for each of the 
two Beneficies.

Our current patrons are The Guild of All Souls and The Dean and 
Chapter of Winchester Cathedral. The present patrons of the benefice of 
Bentley and Binsted are The Dean and Chapter of Winchester Cathedral 
and the Archdeacon of Surrey. Under the new arrangements the benefice 
of Bentley, Binsted and Froyle will have all three as patrons. Patrons are 
involved in the appointment of a priest.

The proposals must be “made” by the Church Commissioners before 
they take effect. Wendy Harris (Diocesan Pastoral Secretary) will send 
notices to our PCC secretary, who must put them in the Church for 3 
consecutive Sundays. The process will take until late May/early June. 

In the meantime, an advertisement for a new priest will be placed in two 
church newspapers towards the end of April and interviews should take 
place early in June.

James’s last day in Froyle will be Sunday 18th July.

THE VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE

A phrase that has been around now for some time within the life of the 
church has been the phrase: “Fresh Expressions”. Perhaps you have 
heard the phrase used, even if you never or rarely go to church. It is a 
description of the church and the life of the church so we get “Fresh 
Expressions of Church”.

Amongst Christians there has been a certain amount of cynicism 
concerning this label. I have heard it said “There is one thing I think 
the church is not and that is an expression” and even a bishop (not 
one of ours!) said to me “I don’t believe in fresh expressions but old 
expressions done well”. I have to admit I have been rather sceptical 
myself.

The phrase “Fresh Expressions” comes from that common part of 
our worship that promises “to proclaim afresh the Gospel to every 
generation”. When I discovered this I found it helped enormously and 
a bit of a personal breakthrough. I learnt that the phrase was not some 
catchy, trendy gimmick in order “to get people through the doors” but 
a serious attempt to take seriously the communication of the Gospel, 
the Good News of God and what God has done and continues to do, 
sometimes through us, sometimes in spite of us!

A fresh expression of the church might be a group of people sitting 
around a table over a coffee, sharing their experiences of life, their 
questions, listening to others and reflecting on a part of the Bible. A fresh 
expression might be a new modern style of worship using technology, 
screens and multi-media projectors using clips of film say instead of the 
traditional sermon.

I suppose, in a sense, Fresh Expressions has been a bit what we have 
been about since our launch of “St Mary’s - the way forward” by using 
different styles of worship e.g. our outdoor services and such creative 
initiatives as the “Christmas Tree festival”. 

Through “Fresh Expressions” of the church God challenges us to use 
all of our imaginations as we seek to respond to God’s own imaginative 
calling and to reach out to the world around us, in expectation and love.

We last submitted an article in 2007 along with a map showing the 
public and permissive rights of way on the Estate. In that article I 
confirmed that the permissive rights of way were created under the 
Countryside Stewardship Scheme which expires at the end of September 
2010 and that they would be reviewed thereafter. The Froyle Estate is 
going to make two alterations to the Permissive Rights of Way on the 
Estate. One the of these amendments is in Upper Froyle, and the other is 
on the western boundary of the Estate at Row Wood.

In Upper Froyle, the circular permissive bridleway is going to be 
withdrawn at the end of September. The other alteration at Row Wood is 
the downgrading of a permissive bridleway to a permissive footpath and 
some re-routing of that permissive right of way.

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News from the Froyle Archive
In early August we were contacted by Sir John Smiley, whose family lived 
at Froyle House, now the White House, from 1937 until the early 1950s. 
He was visiting the house to show it to his children before Treloars moved 
out.
The Smiley name crops up in the history written, at the time, by Tom Knight 
and in Christopher Hussey’s 1941 article, and many of the older residents 
will remember the family. We asked Sir John if he had any photographs of 
his time in Froyle and he agreed to have a look and bring some with him 
when he visited the village.
He brought with him two large albums of pictures taken, mainly by his 
mother, but some by his uncle - Cecil Beaton!
They also include one of the last ever photographs of Sir Hubert Miller, 
taken, we believe, on July 1st 1940. Sir Hubert died suddenly shortly after 
celebrating his 82nd birthday on September 12th.
Sir John very kindly gave us permission to copy and use a selection of them 
on the website. The majority of them can be accessed at:-

However, there is also a selection of specifically wartime pictures at:-

These record the arrival, just over 70 years ago on September 3rd 1939, of 
A Squadron of the 12th Royal Lancers who requisitioned Froyle House as 
their Headquarters until they left for France three weeks later.
We would greatly appreciate it if those who can, take a look at the pictures 
and make a note of any of their memories of that era that have been recalled 
by seeing the pictures. As a result of this great treasure trove of information, 
we are making the 1930s, 40s & 50s the theme of our Village Reunion and 
Open Day at the end of June next year.
Lady Smiley was very particular in captioning the pictures so we do know 
who is portrayed, but she also kept a diary in which she recorded the events 
in Froyle during the war and we have reproduced the most significant 
entries.
Once again, if these trigger any of your memories, please let us know!

Grass Snake, Slow-worm and Adder records wanted

Have you seen grass snakes in your garden or elsewhere in Britain?  Or 
maybe you’ve encountered adders or slow-worms.  If so the Amphibian 
and Reptile Conservation trust would like to know as part of their 
“Sliding Scales” survey which aims to discover more on the distribution 
of these species. You can report your sightings via a simple online form 
at http://www.arc-trust.org/sliding_scales/report.php where you’ll find 
identification help and can pinpoint the location on an interactive map.  
Additionally you can contribute records online to the Hampshire Reptile 
and Amphibian Conservation Group – HARG at http://www.hwt.org.uk/
pages/hampshire-amphibian-reptile-group.html  or pick up a recording 
leaflet from the Meeting Place.  HARG runs an annual programme of 
walks, talks and training events in identification and recording, an ideal 
way to get to know these fascinating and elusive creatures. A sample 
newsletter is on the above website.   

Grass Snakes   
Can be recognised by their yellow collar. •	
Are often see hunting in water for amphibian and fish prey.•	
Prefer areas undisturbed by people or pets.•	
Prefer to lay eggs in warm humid conditions – Large compost •	
heaps, muck heaps.
Are about 7” (18cm) on hatching and young can often be seen in •	
October.
Often hibernate underground or in bracken litter, appearing again •	
in March.
Are declining through loss of habitat, breeding sites and declines •	
in amphibian prey.
Often become entangled in flexible garden netting and die.•	
Have been killed and maimed by strimmers so check the area •	
thoroughly first. 

If you have a compost heap that you suspect Grass Snakes may have 
laid eggs in, try and avoid disturbing it till the middle of October.  In his 
book “Britain’s Reptiles and Amphibians” Howard Inns advises to leave 
heaps alone till next spring if possible thus allowing the young snakes to 
hatch giving them the option to hibernate in the heap.

All six of our native reptiles - Grass Snake, Adder, *Smooth Snake, 
Slow-worn, Common Lizard and *Sand Lizard are national priority 
Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) species i.e. of conservation concern as 
are 3 of our six native  amphibians -*Great Crested Newt, Common 
Toad and *Natterjack Toad.  The starred* species are fully protected 
under national and international law.  The Adder is the only venomous 
snake in Britain and may bite if it feels threatened. 
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Highway House Footpath

It has been lovely to see so many people taking advantage of the warm 
start to the summer and using the public footpaths all around.  Since we 
have moved in to Highway House we have been working on ensuring 
that the footpaths are clear for walkers and have made some repairs to 
the stiles to make them dog friendly as well! 

For those of you who have been walking across the fields at Highway 
House you will see that we have now also got horses in the fields.  The 
path comes in over a stile and then goes down to two other stiles into 
the field.  We have put up a small gate to the left of the last stile to make 
access to both the footpaths easier.  One footpath then goes diagonally 
across the field to our boundary where you will find another stile into 
this field.  The other carries on towards the A31 and goes through the 
woodland via a gate and has a gate the other end where there is a short 
walk to another stile bringing you out by the A31.

We would ask that walkers follow the countryside rules of shutting all 
gates behind them and ensuring that all dogs are kept under control 
around the horses.  The horses are very friendly but have been spooked 
by a couple of dogs recently.  Currently they are in the stables during 
the day and out in the fields at night but this will change as the weather 
changes.  We are planning to work all the fields and so you will find the 
horses being moved across the fields but we will always ensure that the 
footpaths are clear for walkers.

Taking time out of his busy schedule, Damian Hinds dropped in on 
a number of activities at the School including physiotherapy and 
speech and language sessions. He also attended an interesting 
lesson in literature, where students were busy studying some of 
Shakespeare’s poems. The visit continued at the College where 
Damian was greeted by Principal Amanda Quincey who led the 
tour on a visit to TEPS - Treloar’s Enterprise Printing Solutions; 
Damian was presented with a picture and coaster specially 
produced by a student to commemorate his visit.

Damian really enjoyed his visit and said: “Treloar’s is an amazing 
facility – a national and international leader – which we are very 
lucky to have in East Hampshire. The School and College’s level 
of care, the creativity and the ambition of all students are truly 
impressive and inspiring.”

Uncle Frank worked on the farm and he, his wife, and three children lived at 
Bennett’s Cottage. I saw him a lot in the Easter holidays which I spent at my 
grandmother’s house a couple of miles away, deep in the Kent hopfields.

Frank could take on a variety of farm work, but enjoyed most driving what 
in my memory was a huge wagon, drawn by an immensely strong docile 
horse with sound road sense. Driving was scarcely an onerous task for 
Frank, as the beast hardly needed any steering between Wheeler’s Farm 
and Wateringbury. High on the driving seat my uncle was free to think, 
looking weather-beaten, older than his years, yet healthy enough, and most 
of all absorbed. His pleasure in solitary contemplation did not deter him 
from taking me with him nearly every day that holiday, and it was during 
those spring weeks that my eyes opened to the infinite curiosity and latent 
abilities of so many Uncle Franks.

Frank could read well as befitted a regular chapel-goer who had attended 
school till he was twelve years old. He would rarely have had the need to 
use his writing skills. The employment of a number of Italian prisoners 
of war on local farms had, it emerged from our talks, provoked in him a 
heightened curiosity, a need to know about words. When he discovered I 
was to take my General Schools Certificate  in four languages, English, 
French, Latin and Greek, a change took place in our relationship. Of a 
sudden, I acquired an authority I was never to aspire to again. It would be 
wrong to suggest that my uncle would evince excitement, but I believe it 
was there, only just contained within the countryman’s exterior.

He explained that the modern day Italian tongue owed much to Ancient 
Rome. His contacts with the prisoner of war farm workers had equipped him 
with an impressive Italian vocabulary which he took to airing, expecting 
me to respond in fluent colloquial Latin. The conversational fruits of our 
respective efforts were disappointing to Frank, who clearly thought that 
my G.C.S. results were destined to deflate my mother, come June. Thus it 
came about that the uncultivated Frank Evans began patiently to explain 
to the not-so-clever grammar school boy the intricacies of case, number, 
gender, declension, and conjugation in that spring of 1944. What this 
instinctive grasp of linguistics said about Frank’s capabilities made me 
wonder, knowing that it was triggered by foreign visitors with no knowledge 
of English when they met only weeks before. I often speculated as to what 
my uncle would have become, had formal education come his way. What 
heights he might have climbed, to the benefit of Man? I am consoled by 
knowing that he would never have sat thinking in the sun, on that creaking 
wagon on the way to Wateringbury, in April.

In those times it was rare indeed for farm workers to travel very far, and a 
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shopping visit to Maidstone was the longest journey of the year for many 
of the wives. The locals who escaped farm work, a reserved occupation, 
for the Armed Forces were to trickle back to the Weald in the next year 
or two bringing fresh ideas, literally outlandish ideas, and change was 
brought about, though not overnight. The motor-cycle with sidecar was a 
great lever to change, and was brought within the means of single young 
men through modest gratuities and even more modest improvements in 
agricultural wages. Suddenly Maidstone was within easy reach, and even 
more distant sophistication. By the late fifties whole families, infected by 
Saturday afternoon sport on television were motoring to Medway towns 
to see the wrestling, live.

There they would encounter modern plumbing, early fast foods, clothing 
from outside a catalogue, and milk sold in cartons. Back home once more, 
the milk was delivered to the house “loose”, poured into a jug. The diet 
was bread, potatoes, and suet puddings. And at the end of the narrow 
cottage gardens, down building-brick paths, the two-holers stood sturdy 
and enduring. And so some do, still.

I drove slowly past Bennett’s Cottage the other day. Incongruously, it sports 
one of those antennae. No doubt my Uncle Frank, if he had survived, would 
have marvelled at the plenty brought to the home screen. Yet the wonder 
he would feel would scarce rival the wonder he felt making a first tentative 
grasp at communication years ago with alien foes.

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NEWS FROM THE VILLAGE HALL

Well it was a long haul over the summer but we finally got there. The hall reopened 
on 13 October. A good crowd assembled hear Jerry thank the very large number 
of people who had helped and to see Mick Wells cut the ribbon and declare the 
new kitchen open. 

It was soon in use with the harvest festival supper and quiz night providing an 
excellent test of the facilities. The new fridge and the self cleaning ovens won 
approval and the commercial dishwasher was declared a hit. Clear-up times will 
now be much reduced. Everybody remarked that the kitchen now felt much larger 
than the small extension would suggest. The new back door improves the sense 
of spaciousness and affords fine views of the cottages beyond.  

Thanks to the generosity of the parish council the hall itself has been fully 
redecorated and the floor refurbished. The curtains have been cleaned and rehung. 
A much improved lighting system has been installed. Banks of dimmable down 
lighters means that for the first time we can match the mood of the lighting to 
the occasion.

So if you are one or know one who can help please 
let us know. We intend to redo the ceiling in the New Year. In the meantime pass 
the ear plugs.

The bonfire night party was a great success. Despite a wet and miserable afternoon 
getting ready the weather suddenly improved and there was an excellent turn out. 
The party does not organise itself and thanks are due to all those who helped: 
bonfire builders, risk assessors, provision shoppers, barbecuers, sweetie sellers, 
bucket shakers, pyrotechnicians, washer uppers, litter pickers, money counters, 
clearer uppers. And at the end of it all we broke even, just. Next year we hope to 
have a bit more to spend on fireworks thanks to our car boot sale.

The young couple had hung on as long as they could in the village a few miles 
out. She was expecting her first. Inexperienced as they were they could tell that 
the baby was nearly due.

“It’s time to go” she said, but her husband was already collecting their few 
belongings together, throwing them in a bundle over his shoulder.

There had been a fine road into the city’s outer suburbs but now it was pitted, 
potholed, cratered by months of shelling and mortar fire. They trudged painfully, 
each with a burden, towards the faint glow reflected by clouds over the western 
end of the town.

It had been a fine hotel until the war, attracting many holidaymakers from North 
West Europe, always fully booked. Now much of the roof sagged across the 
swimming pool at a crazy angle, and its red tiles had cascaded into the tennis 
court. The second storey bedrooms were open to the sky and from directly above 
the picture would have been of a breeze block maze.

The hotel was full. There were three times as many occupants as there were in 
pre-war glory days, but these were in the main regular soldiers, defenders of a 
beleaguered city.
