HAPPY NEW YEAR

Lest you need reminding, 2012 was of course noted for a number of many national
and international events, particularly of a royal and sporting nature, which will live
long in the memory. Watching or listening or, if you were lucky enough, attending
any of these occasions will doubtless give us all many stories to regail our (hopefully
interested) children and grandchildren for many years to come.

But what of events here in Froyle? On the lighter side, 2012 brought us Bingo in the
Village Hall, the revival of the Safari Supper and the wonderful Jubilee celebration on
the rec. But we also saw the end of an era with the closure of Treloars and subsequent
sale of the site, not to mention the passing of some old friends. However, the formulation
of the Parish Plan showed how widespread the interest is in the development of our
beautiful surroundings over the next few years.

So what does 2013 herald?

So far as anniversaries are concerned, Pride and Prejudice will be 200 years old, the
Chelsea Flower Show will be 100, as coincidentally will be Percy Thrower (or rather he
would have been had he not been called to that great allotment in the sky), the Beeching
Report was published in March, 1963, three months later John Profumo resigned and 25
years ago we had to wear car seat belts for the first time, but only in the front seats.

Meanwhile closer to home, the Froyle Archive reveals some fascinating, if somewnhat
quirky, memories. InFebruary 1923, the Village School was given a day off to celebrate
the Duke and Duchess of York’s wedding, in 1943, the newly-formed Fire Brigade
won a competition between Froyle, Binsted and other members of the National Fire
Service, the more surprising as it was the only one to include a woman; and 10 years
later, the Parish Council minutes reveal that: “Vicar to be interviewed about ringing the
churchbells for the Coronation. Froyle W.I. were given permission to plant four trees
to commemorate the Coronation, the site to be fixed later.”

Presumably the Parish Council won’t be getting out the bunting to celebrate any of
these anniversaries but as Mark Twain memorably said, “History doesn’t repeat itself,
but it does chime” which perhaps sums up Froyle best, a forward-looking village with
arich history .

May we, your first guest editors of 2013, wish you all a New Year to remember.

Planning

previously used for green waste shredding.

Vestment group visit to Westminster Abbey

After the exhibition of vestments at St Mary’s in June, Edward
Evans (a volunteer guide at Westminster Abbey) invited a
group up to London. On October 18th ten of us took the train
and were met at the Abbey for our special tour. We started with
coffee in the new Cellarium restaurant (officially opened by
Prince Philip the previous day). We were then led by Margaret
Jupp, sub-warden of the Guild of St Faiths (the broderers’ guild
for Westminster Abbey) to their private workrooms where we
saw a velvet hanging being repaired. There was surprising wear
onarelatively recent (in our view) Edward VI silk altar frontal.
They are also making a new red and gold cope from specially designed Watts’ fabric
for the Dean. We then moved on to the cope room to see some of the richly decorated
Coronation copes, the earliest dating from Charles 11, (post Reformation). The cupboards
and drawers were full of Coronation altar hangings, banners, and tunicles. After lunch
in the bright upstairs of the Cellarium, Edward Evans gave us an Abbey tour including
3pm prayers at St. Edwards’s shrine.

Altogether it was a day to remember.

For
the record, there has not been a year in
living memory with five months of over 100 y .

then (of course!) but, at over 1,100 mm for
the entire year, for a large part of it, Froyle
must have been a quagmire!

The Village Playground update
Two comments...

You may or may not have noticed a few changes and new additions to the Recreation
ground. There is a new Pirate Ship, Basket Swing and a Zip Wire.

About a year ago a meeting was held in the village hall, in which the children of the
village were asked to attend and write a wish list of things they would like on the
Rec.

At the top of this list were a Skate Park and a Zip Wire (the Council decided against
a skate park).

The Parish Council then looked into ways to make this happen, as it was often pointed
out that there was nothing for the older children to do on the Rec.

So, using funds already alotted to the play area and seeking and getting grants from
various places including the Lottery, the items were ordered.

All well so far!!

The Parish Council then removed the damaged equipment and a tree stump (in their
own time to save money!) to make room for the new ship. This caused some concern
as notes were left as if we were removing the entire play area, which of cOurse we were
not, just trying to make it better.

So perhaps a note in the Magazine before this took place would have helped but this
did not happen, which was a error on my behalf for which | apologise.

Now on to the Zip Wire which has got such a mixed welcome | may rename it
Marmite!!

As the Council went to the trouble of asking the children what they would like, to then
ignore them - as has happened in the past - and then fill the Rec with things that do not
get used, would be a waste of money and a dereliction of duty.

As for the position of the Zip Wire, it was not just “plonked” there without any thought.
Various points of views were taken into account (including taking sufficient steps to
avoid accidents happening between the users of the two structures) before the decision
was taken by the full Council.

I have had a lot of positive feed back as well as the few negatives (mostly from people
who are unlikely to use a Zip Wire) and, most times that | have been down to the Rec
or passing, | have seen the Wire in use.

If some people feel they were kept in the dark about this, I am sorry. | can assure you
this was not a covert operation to sneak a Zip Wire in, as in all PC matters it was decided
by the Council at meetings and recorded in the minutes.

The one mistake, which I mentioned above, was not updating progress in the
magazine.

The Parish Council has a duty to all the Village, young and old, and, as they say, you
cannot please all the people all the time. We just try to do what is best, often giving up
time and doing work ourselves, unpaid to save the Parish funds.

Project Manager Needed

The Parish Plan is providing inspiration for village projects and plans - more on these
in next month’s magazine.

This month we’re focusing on one project where we need a project manager and
additional volunteers to come forward.

In our village survey:
118 people expressed an interest in establishing a wildlife pond;
161 people said they want a project to create a wildflower area;

163 people want to see a wildlife area with a pond, nature reserve and wildlife meadow
on the Treloar site.

The Parish Plan Steering Group has been discussing the potential use of a small area

of land off Gid Lane for a project to meet the above interests. Nothing has been agreed
yet but the new owner (NJG) is broadly supportive.

If things progress. the area would be used to create a pond (or two) and habitat to
support a range of species.

Once established the area would be somewhere for all residents to enjoy; it would also
be a great place for children to learn about wildlife. There will be space to park.

Anumber of people have come forward who are happy to help with the physical work
and pitch in with their wildlife expertise. BUT - and it’s a big BUT - even if we reach
agreement with NJG, we need:

. Additional volunteers to help with the non-wildlife aspects such as setting
up a charity or community interest company, sorting out insurances, general
administration etc.

. Someone to come forward to take on the role of Project Manager. This role
is about coordination and people and task management - no specific wildlife
expertise is required.

Please will you come forward either as a volunteer or as the Prcect Manager? It would

be a shame to lose this opportunity. (Contact Michelle on 22118).

Have You Tried The Meeting Place?

Between 1985 and 1990 the village of Froyle lost its vicarage, its school and both
the village shops. To try and fill the hole left in the community by these major
changes in a short time, Chris & 1 started The Meeting Place as somewhere for
villagers to get together once a week, have a chat and exchange news, all aided
by a cup of coffee and a piece of cake. Its title is therefore self explanatory.

We began on October 5" 1990 and, since then, have been open in Froyle Village
Hall almost every Friday, from 9.30am until 12 noon. Every week, as well as
myself, there is are two volunteers in the kitchen and four ladies bake cakes for
me. In all I have around 35 bakers and 28 kitchen helpers. In our first year we
won our class in the Hampshire Magazine Village Ventures Competition and this
year we celebrate our 23" Birthday on Friday, October 11, but if it wasn’t for
the support of all these ladies and two gentleman the village, we simply could not
keep going. This year we also have six young bakers!

We serve fresh and instant coffee, tea, squashes, home made cakes and sausage
rolls, all at very reasonable prices. At present we charge 30p each for tea and instant
coffee, and 50p for filter coffee, while a generous slice of home-made cake also
costs just 50p. This may sound ridiculously cheap, but we are not a profit making
organisation, simply there to offer a service to the village of Froyle, literally a
Meeting Place for everyone.

Also on sale are local papers, birthday cards and postage stamps. We also provide,
free of charge, the use of a computer with wifi, a book lending library, magazines,
and an East Hants District Council information stand. There’s also a corner for
the kiddies.

The Meeting Place is a focal point in the village - a place where we inevitably put
the world to right! We also make a point of celebrating special events. If someone
has a Golden Wedding anniversary or a special birthday on a Meeting Place day,
we have a cake and a balloon or two.

Two very special dates in the Meeting Place calendar are The Easter & Christmas
Meeting Places. On Good Friday hot cross buns are the order of the day and we
have Decorated Egg & Bonnet Competitions, but perhaps our most popular Friday
morning is the Christmas Meeting Place, held on the Friday nearest Christmas,
when mulled wine is on the menu, along with lots of nibbles and mince pies, music
and carol singing, and a visit from Father Christmas. Some 80 or so villagers join
us on both these occasions.

If you haven’t dropped in for a cuppa and a chat, why not do it this Friday (unless
it is February 8" when the Hall is closed!) - you will be very welcome.

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VICAR'S LETTER
Dean all

It’s February and Valentine’s Day will soon be here, when thoughts turn to love. The
greetings card companies and chocolatiers will be working overtime to keep up with
demand, whilst florists will sell more roses during February than the whole of the rest
of the year.

There are various stories about the first St. Valentine, who is purported to have secretly
married young couples, despite the emperor’s decree that young men should remain
single so that they could fight in the army. It was for this that he was imprisoned.

There is little evidence to support this story. However, there are records of a priest
called Valentine who was arrested by Emperor Claudius I for helping Christians. At
the time Christians were being persecuted, so thiswas illegal. Itis said that the Emperor
liked Valentine and decided to try and convert him to Roman paganism. However,
Valentine would not change his mind and instead tried to convert Emperor Claudius
to Christianity. It was for this crime that he was put to death.

Whilst the commercial and romantic view of love is probably more palatable for our
modern day Valentine celebrations, the story of this Valentine speaks of a deeper love.
Valentine loved God so deeply, that even though he knew it would cost him his life,
he still chose to speak the truth to Emperor Claudius. He felt compelled to share the
Good News of a God who loves us.

Despite there being scant reliable details on Valentine there is the consistent and
magnificent testimony of Christian men and women through the ages whose lives
have been transformed by the love of God. A love that transcends romanticism and is
characterised, as the Bible puts it, by being “patient and kind. It does not envy, it does not
boast, it is not proud.

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Village Hall — an update

As we start the new year, here is a quick update on how the Village Hall did in 2012
and our plans for 2013.

Our weekend bookings rose a bit and the Toddler Group became a permanent fixture on
Thursday mornings but our income fell by 20% as a result of fewer bookings overall.
One of the Art groups went down to half a day, the Youth Club faded, the Care Quality
Commission killed off the doctor’s surgery and we had no panto rehearsals. Hiring
income was around £8,300. (I will have an exact figure for the AGM - I hope.)

BUT the Hall cost just over £8,400 to clean, heat, light, insure, supply and maintain
and this left us £100 in the red for the year. (Just to remind everyone, we don’t plan on
making Profit and have made an Operating Deficit in 5 of the last 7 years.)

BUT BUT, as usual the great people of Froyle supported the fundraising activities
and events generously. The Fete, 100 Club, Bingo and others raised just over £4,000.
THANK YOU. This year, on 23 Feb we are holding another “Race Night” — book
early and sponsor a race.

2013 will see, as many of you are aware, new front doors, new glazing around the
doors and refurbished loos/toilets/lavatories — all costing over £12,000. Grants from
Hampshire and Froyle Councils have helped get the fund raising going and we have
had some very generous donations in response to my earlier piece in the magazine.
Any more?

We will also have to undertake some emergency repairs to the central heating which has
sprung a leak and we plan to increase the radiator provision as part of this work. Next
Nick Whines has organised for the window sills to be repainted. Sadly, we missed out
on a grant to replace the curtains so that will stay on our “to do’ list. If there are other
things you would like to add to that list, please let us know.

Meanwhile, the Hall will be closed in the first week of February and the main loos will
not be available the following week but the disabled one will be.

Anyone wanting to borrow tables and/or chairs is welcome to do so if you ask Jo Mills
and make a donation to the Hall.

And we need someone to help organise occasional Film Nights — is this someone
you?
Please come to the AGM on Monday 15 April 2013 to support, criticise, advise
the Committee on how your Hall is doing and what more could be done to keep it
developing.

Simon Burfield visited Treloar’s to showcase his powered wheelchair —made entirely
from Lego.

He told the students: “I thought about building a wheelchair out of Lego last June and

were out — it took about 16 hours and then I’ve spent time tweaking it since.”

The machine, which comprises of more than 6,000 Lego pieces, contains 12 motors
and is powered by Lego Mindstorms.

School student Ryan was the luckiest boy in the room as he was selected to test drive
the amazing piece of work, and received a rapturous round of applause from students
and staff alike who were amazed by the invention.

Since Simon built the wheelchair, he has taken it around the world including
Malaysia, Holland, the World Robotic Olympics and even to a refugee centre in Kuala
Lumpur.

Simon said: “When physiotherapist Lisa White from Treloar’s asked if I would like to
demonstrate my Lego wheelchair to the School, | was overwhelmed and very eager to
take her up on the offer.

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VICAR'S LETTER
Dean all

| write this just as we enter the season of Lent. It’s a time of year when many will be
giving something up: chocolate, chips, coffee, swearing, alcohol, late-night snacks,
food during the day, or somesuch other thing.

They will do it in the name of fasting. The idea of giving up something for Lent
has taken on a certain cultural cachet. It is a strange phenomenon in our culture of
overindulgence yet this act of self-denial, even if it is of menial or luxury items, is a
much overlooked virtue. So I applaud all of those who, in the name of God or their
faith, are trying to give up something for Lent.

I just want to add a word of caution. Don’t let your giving something up for Lent
replace an actual relationship with the living God. And don’t let your sense of piety
over giving up something for Lent keep you from taking a hard look at what God really
wants us to be doing.

This is the kind of fast day I’m after:

to break the chains of injustice,

get rid of exploitation in the workplace,
free the oppressed,

cancel debts.

What I’'m interested in seeing you do is:

sharing your food with the hungry,

inviting the homeless poor into your homes,

putting clothes on the shivering ill-clad,

being available to your own families. (Isaiah 58:6-7, The Message)

We must be careful. It is great to do something for God. It is great to remember the
sacrifice that Christ made for us, but we need to do it for the right reasons. We mustn’t
get caught up in the cultural trend of giving something up without also trying to take
something up. We give things up to make room to take things up.

Give up something that is getting in the way of your relationship with God.

Give up chocolate. Give up chocolate that is made on the backs of the working poor.
Give up chocolate that enslaves children and puts them in dangerous working conditions.
And take up Fair-Trade chocolate.

Give up facebook. And take up a pen and piece of paper and a stamp, and write a note
to a teacher, a friend, a loved one, someone sick, or someone lonely.

Give up TV. And take up conversations. Take up stronger relationships. Take up the
Bible. Take up prayer.

Give up oppression. Give up resentment. Give up fear. And take up justice. Take up
reconciliation. Take up love.

Lent is not about you taking up shame and guilt. Instead, take up your inheritance as
a child of God. Take up your task to do the work of Christ.

Annual Parochial Church Meeting (APCM)

This year’s annual meeting of the Froyle Parish Church will be held in the church on
Monday 15" April at 7:30 pm. Yann will lead a review of the past year and will offer
his thoughts on what we should seek to achieve, both in the Parish and in the combined
Benefice of Bentley, Binsted and Froyle, over the next twelve months.

A formal Notice of the meeting and agenda will be published nearer the time. The
agenda will include the election/re-election of members of the Parochial Church Council
(PCC) and of the two church wardens.

Strictly speaking, the APCM event comprises two separate meetings which are held
one after the other. The first of these (an annual ““meeting of the parishioners”) is
held solely in order to elect the church wardens; the second (the APCM proper) deals
with everything else summarised above, including the election of PCC members. The
distinction is due to the fact that, for reasons steeped in history, the election of church
wardens is subject to a separate procedure - any Froyle resident who is on the civil
electoral register may vote at a “meeting of parishioners”, as can anyone else on the
church electoral roll (see the separate Church Electoral Roll notice), whereas only those
on the church electoral roll can attend and vote at the APCM.

The APCM is a good opportunity to hear what the church in Froyle is up to — and to
ask questions and say what you think we should be up to... So do come if you can.
Wine will be served from 7:00 pm before the meetings start, so please get there in
plenty of time!

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Church Electoral Roll

As most regular churchgoers know, each parish church throughout the country is
required to maintain a church electoral roll. This is separate from the civil electoral
register. It comprises the membership of the parish church community and the electoral
base in the parish for the conduct of church affairs. While of course anyone is welcome
in Froyle church at any time, only people on the electoral roll can attend and vote at
the Annual Parochial

Church Meeting (APCM) — see the separate APCM announcement. The size of a
parish’s electoral roll also determines the extent of the parish’s participation in the
broader governance structure of the Church of England.

The electoral roll is revised annually, but every six years a completely new roll has to be
prepared. This was last done in 2007, so a new roll must be prepared this year. This means
that everyone who is eligible and who wants to be on the church electoral roll, whether
or not you are on the current roll, needs to fill in a new form this year. Lots of you have
already done this - for which many thanks - but for others who might wish to, please do so
as soon as possible; we need to complete the process by the end of March. The forms are
available in the church or can be obtained from Peter Bradley, who maintains the Froyle
electoral roll (tel: 520484, email: p.andg.bradley@btinternet.com).

Any Froyle resident of 16 or over who is a member of the Church of England is eligible
to be on the Froyle church electoral roll —it is not necessary to be a regular church goer.
C of E members who do not live in Froyle are also eligible, but in their case only if
they have habitually been to church in Froyle over the last six months.

So for all ‘Froylies’ who have any interest in the activities of the church in Froyle,

we urge you to have your name added to the church electoral roll before the end of

March, whether or not you attend church regularly and whether or not you can come

to the APCM. If you have any questions, do contact either of the church wardens or
give me aring.

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Dr Patrick Moore 1925 - 2013

General Practitioner to Bentley, Binsted, Froyle and surrounding villages
1965 — 1987.
Wentworth Patrick Nikolai Moore was born in Fulham, London and spent his
early years as a child in and around Patna, in the NE state of Bihar, India where
his parents lived. His father was a professor of Maths at the University and his
mother a Russian émigré who had fled during the Russian Revolution.

On returning to England he was educated at Downside School. He joined
the 17th/21st Lancers in 1945 and saw active service in first Greece and
then Palestine. On demob he applied to Guy’s Hospital Medical School and
qualified in 1953. During this time he developed his life long interest in flying
and joined the University of London Air Squadron. It was also at this time he
met his wife Elizabeth (Betty) Giles whom he courted by launching messages
in tins from the cockpit of his plane into her parents garden.

They were married in 1953 and on qualifying he spent the first two years as a
GP trainee in first Wiliton, and then Crewkerne, Somerset. Not ready to settle
into rural general practice Pat rejoined the army as a doctor. As a result of his
enthusiasm for flying he was posted to Army Air Corps HQ at Middle Wallop,
where he became the first Army Specialist in Aviation Medicine. In 1960 his
tour of duty took him and his family to Malaya for three years.

In 1965 he resigned his commission and found a small rural practice in
Bentley, Hampshire and in 1965 took over the combined house and surgery
at Meadow House which was to be the surgery and family home for the next
20 years. During this time having enjoyed giving anaesthetics in the army he
took his diploma and continued to provide a part-time anaesthetic practice
at the Cambridge Military Hospital in Aldershot and at Lord Mayor Treloar
Hospital in Alton.

In 1986, the practice having grown, he was instrumental in the building of a
new surgery in Hole Lane, and having been joined by his eldest son Jonathan
in 1985 moved into the new-build in 1987 retiring shortly afterwards.

When flying an aeroplane was no longer an option he took up sailing keeping
a boat at Chichester and exploring the Channel Islands and the southern ports
of England.

He and Betty moved down to Gundleton and then Bishops Sutton where he
renewed his connection with the Army through the Army Air Corps Association
latterly becoming their South of England president retiring from this last year
when he became ill. He died at St Michael’s Hospice on 15th January 2013.
He is survived by his wife Betty, three sons and a daughter.

Village Hall Committee Update

ENTRANCE AND TOILETS PROJECT. Many thanks to all those who donated
to help replace the front doors and refurbish the toilets. And thank you to those who
had to put up with disruption, dust and noise while the work was going on. By the
time you read this, a delegation from Hampshire and East Hants Councils along with
representatives of the press will have visited, inspected and, hopefully, appreciated the
results — look out for something in the local paper.

CHARGES. Community Action Hampshire recently published a survey on how much
it costs to hire a village hall. You won’t be surprised to hear that our hall is such good
value it’s off the chart! Comparing to other 50-99 person capacity halls, we charge
£3.75/hour to Froyle residents (£15 for a morning, afternoon or evening session of 4
hours) vs the £9.06/hour average across Hampshire.

But sadly we are going to have to increase our prices to meet rising operating costs.
This will be the first time in many years for local residents. From 1% May, the charge
will be £20 for 4 hours, equivalent to £5/hour. As a guide, it costs over £30 for a 4
hour session to heat, clean, insure etc. the Hall —so we are still getting great value. The
details of this and the changes to the Non-local and Commercial rates are on the Hall
website and displayed at the Hall.

Just to be clear, the charges are not rising to fund the refurbishment projects — these are
all paid for by some generous donations, grants and reserves built up from commercial
lettings.

RACE NIGHT. Another great fun evening which raised just over £700 for our funds.
Consensus was that Big Al had mellowed a bit but his jokes were as good/bad as ever.
Thank you Jo and the other helpers who organised, prepared food beforehand, helped
on the night — and a special thanks to those race goers who stayed on to help clear up
afterwards.

HALL PUBLICITY. We have produced a small advertising card which we hope will
be used at events in the Hall when ‘outsiders’ are visiting to publicise the Hall and
encourage them to use it. Bentley Stores has one on display. We would like to increase
its circulation — any ideas, just let us know.

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VICAR’S LETTER

Dean all

Have you seen the film/musical Les Miserables? Conceivably, just conceivably you
may have read the 1,400 pages of Victor Hugo’s monumental novel!

It is about a man called Jean Valjean imprisoned with hard labour for stealing a loaf
of bread. After many years he is released but on a life parole. Unable to find work, he
steals from a bishop who has given him food and a bed for the night. He is caught but
the bishop forgives him and encourages him to start a new life. This act transforms him
and he becomes a kind and caring man, but he breaks his parole. Eventually he comes
to own a factory and he rises to be mayor of his town.

A policeman called Javert comes to town and realises he is the former convict. At the
same time Valjean helps a dying woman and promises to find and look after her daughter,
Cosette. He escapes Javert’s clutches and finds Cosette whom he takes to Paris where
they live a concealed life. Time moves on and Paris is engulfed in revolutionary fervour.
One of the revolutionaries and Cosette fall in love and, when the revolution fails, Valjean
saves him. At the same time he allows Javert to go free when he could have killed him.
Javert kills himself, Cosette and her lover marry and Valjean dies happy.

That’s the basic story of Les Miserables, a story about the power of forgiveness and the
possibility of change. The policeman Javert cannot accept that Valjean could be anything
other than a thief. But the bishop believed in the possibility of his redemption. Javert
is not a bad man but he is bound by law. The law is all he knows and anything beyond
the law is outside his orbit. That is why he pursues Valjean so relentlessly and why the
former convict’s transformation and mercy towards him overwhelms him.

Of course the characters in the novel are symbols. The bishop stands for Christ. He
is willing to give up what he possesses for the sake of Valjean just as Christ give up
his life for us. Javert on the other hand represents all that holds humanity back — a
fundamentalist interpretation of the law in his case. Valjean stands for the possibility
of human transformation through the grace of God. He turns from a mundane way of
life, which through circumstances would have led to deeper immersion in crime, to
a life approaching sanctity. At the end of the novel he is called a saint, and so he is -
but only because he has received the transforming grace of God. This is the grace of
Easter — a free gift available to us all. Let us pray that we might receive this grace and

allow it to transform our lives.

Local Policing Report

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THE VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE
Dear Y,

Spring isinthe air and | feel it is lifting our collective spirits! Last week | was delighted
to attend Froyle’s Annual Parish Meeting at the village hall on Monday followed by our
own Parochial Church Council meeting in the church on Thursday. Both meetings
were well attended and proved a great opportunity to hear and be reminded of just what
a vibrant and loving community Froyle is. My message to both meetings followed a
similar theme which I would like to share with you all in this month’s letter.

Firstly in reviewing the church’s 2012 activities, | ran through some interesting statistics
from the Church of England which reveal a broad picture of the important role church
and in particular church buildings play in our lives. For example there are 16,000
Church of England buildings across England, 45% of which are grade 1 listed. Around
£110 million is currently spent on repairs to these buildings. People value their local
church; 68% consider it an important part of their local community, despite 45% of
these people having no religion. 70% believe church provides a valuable social and
community facility and 57% believe the church should be more actively involved
in the local community. More people do unpaid work for churches than any other
organisation or charity in the UK.

And what if we look more closely at our Benefice and what the church is doing? Whilst
the total population of Bentley, Binsted and Froyle is approximately 2500 (ish!), we had
over 3000 people attend a wedding in 2012. 1655 people came to one of our Christmas
services in December —amazing! We ministered to 27 local families upon the death of
a loved one, meaning on average we are seeking to help two families a month come to
terms with grief. Every week we lead collective worship (aka assemblies!) for over 300
children and staff in our two local schools.  (25% of all primary schools in England
are Church of England schools).

Froyle church highlights in 2012 included the adoption of a regular pattern of services, a
fantastic choir who not only perform at standard services but also special services such
as Maundy Thursday and the Advent Carol service. We have seen the introduction of a
monthly Sunday School (4" Sunday at 11.00am) and the confirmation of three young
people from Froyle —Alexandra Cullen Stephenson, Beth Saunders and Tilly Marsden.
There is an amazing group of volunteers who keep the church ticking over and | thanked
them all for their great contributions — whether flower arrangers, cleaning ladies, PCC
members, readers or bell ringers in church, custodians of the unique vestments and
others! You all contribute so much.

And finally I say to all who live in Froyle, remember above all Froyle parish church
is your local church. It is your right as you live in Froyle to be baptised, married or
buried in the church. Please do come and see us, whatever and whenever your need,

whether it is to commiserate or to celebrate.

Update from Froyle Parish Council

Treloars

On Thursday April 25", the Planning Applications for the former Treloar School site
went before the EHDC Committee who voted unanimously to approve them. The
Committee congratulated the Village and the Applicants on the exemplary engagement
process, beginning with the Development Guidelines, the work of the Froyle Community
Planning Team and the extensive consultation undertaken by Nicolas James Group.
District Councillors congratulated Froyle Parish Council on the diligence with which
it researched relevant Policies, and the pragmatic way it dealt with a very complex
and challenging application, thus ensuring the best outcome for Froyle. The approval
includes £850,000 of public contributions including £55,000 towards village projects
identified in the Community Planning process as important to residents. These include
a wildlife area, community transport, improvements to the village hall and restoration
of church vestments.

Other planning matters

The Parish Council recently objected to a proposal to convert agricultural buildings
at West End Farm to light industrial use. East Hampshire subsequently refused the
application, primarily on the grounds that piecemeal loss of agricultural buildings
would reduce the operational viability of the farm.

Parish Council Officers

At the last Parish Council meeting Mick Wells was re-elected as Chairman.

Jenny Gove has retired as Vice-Chair and a vote of thanks was passed for her work in
that role. Jenny remains a councillor. lan Deans was elected Vice-Chairman.

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FROYLE GUIDED BIRD WALK

A group of us thoroughly enjoyed the walk on Saturday May 11" to listen and look for
birds, guided by Keith Betton, the Hampshire bird recorder. Keith was an extremely
informative and entertaining guide.

We were very fortunate that Robert, Gay and Andrew Turvill allowed us access and
helped guide us, on their private land in Lower Froyle for the walk. \We were able to walk
through pastures strewn with cowslips, and woods carpeted with bluebells as far as the
eye could see.

Migrant birds identified on the walk included the melodious Blackcap, the lower toned
Garden Warbler, and the slightly ‘scratchy’ voiced Whitethroat. With our current rather
inclement weather | suspect they probably wished they had stayed in warmer climes for
longer before returning here to breed! The insect population —their larder —will be in short
supply with the low temperatures.

A raven was spotted in the distance; this is the largest crow and is bigger than a buzzard.
Although previously widespread, they were lost from lowland Britain by the end of the 19th
Century due to gamekeepers and farmers; there has been a gradual recovery in places.

Amongst the more common birds heard were blackbirds, robin, wren and chaffinches.
Green Woodpeckers were ‘laughing’ and Great Spotted Woodpeckers drumming to mark
their territory.

We also watched the graceful aerial display of a young Red Kite. These have come back
to this area in recent years. Young Red Kites have a paler breast and less forked tail than
the more mature adults. At this time of year, according to Keith, you are unlikely to see
mature adult Red Kites as they are either sitting on the nest, or hunting and staying in close
proximity to the nest.

Regarding birdsong generally we learnt that the male birds sing to mark their territory;
females don’t sing. As itwas a chilly morning for the time of year the birds weren’t in full
song —they prefer warm sunny weather. However apparently all the birds sing in the dawn
chorus to reassert their territory each morning, whether the sun is shining or not!

We are grateful to Keith and the Turvill family for enabling us to do this walk, and hope
that we will be able to repeat a similar event in the future.

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A View from the Fields

Having emerged from the wettest autumn in recent times - plans,
projections and budgets made last year, have been cast to the wind!
Our planting window in theory, was to have started on the20™ August
with rapeseed, moving onto barley, wheat and then finishing off
with beans by early November. None of the above went to plan
and by the end of February we switched to spring crops as much
of the ground was still too wet to drill. Many of the existing crops
had failed and were in need of re-planting.
Thankfully the ground has since dried out and we have had near perfect conditions for spring
seedbeds, with plenty of sun to dry sodden ground, followed by rain to help crumble soils back
into the seedbed.

Drilling has now come to an end, only 6 months behind schedule!

Itis only now that | appreciate how simple last year’s season was ... with only one morning’s
drilling lost to the wet weather. In theory few of us will ever experience another autumn like
the one just passed - but I suspect most will be prepared for it all over again.

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THE VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE
Dear A,

This month is one of my favourites - with this year’s late budding and tardy Spring all
is fresh and vibrant, and the evenings are long and light. However, for students facing
exams this month, this is not the most joyful of times and the pressure of revision and
exams will often spoil the beauty, the warmth, the sunshine. It illustrates an experience
that is common to many of us - namely that taken as we are by the issues life throws at
us, we are often unable to enjoy the blessings that nevertheless surround us. It reminds
me of Jesus’ parable of the sower, with the seed that fell amongst the thorns representing
those whose life is choked by the worries of this life and preoccupation with wealth.

The antidote to this is not one that always sits easily with anxious parents of children
going through exams! However, even those in the middle of exams need to make
time to pause. And not just those taking exams - anyone overwhelmed with work of
any kind. Inasmuch as it lies in your power, balance the demands that are thrust upon
you with time out: time for reflection, time for appreciation, time to bring things into
perspective, time just to be.

As has been pointed out, we are first and foremost human beings, not human doings. This
need for re-creation is so important, so intrinsic to our spiritual health it is enshrined in
the fourth of the Ten Commandments: observe the Sabbath - six days shall you labour,
but the seventh day... you shall do no manner of work.

So this month, we remember all those for whom life is pressured, hectic or a struggle
and we pray for moments when they can, in the words of Psalm 46:10 “Be still and

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A View from the Fields

The terrible weather conditions for most of the last twelve months

- with which we are all only too familiar and which were well
described by Tom Porter in this column last month - have made

life difficult for everyone involved in the countryside. A cold,

late start to the growing season meant a difficult start to the

breeding season. The low temperatures and lack of nesting

cover and insect life until quite recently delayed breeding

activity, just as it delayed the arrival of summer migrant birds

and the flowering of the bluebells. Breeders of game birds have struggled.

Recently of course we have had an explosion of growth in the fields, the woods and
the hedgerows, and as I write this we have some welcome - if rather muggy - warmth.
Our hand-reared pheasant chicks are doing surprisingly well, and will be put to wood
in the first half of July. The lush greenery everywhere masks the degree of activity in
the woods and hedgerows among our smaller birds and animals, but, among the larger
birds, I am aware of two pairs of ravens on Froyle Estate and at least five pairs of barn
owls. There are plenty of buzzards and kites, which are good to see, even if, in the case
of the buzzards in particular, | suspect that their intentions towards my pheasant and
partridge chicks are not entirely honourable....

Partridge in the wild hatch out over a more concentrated period than pheasant, and
traditionally the weather in Ascot week (when | am writing this) is considered crucial
for their survival prospects. Perhaps this year that too will be later. Last summer was a
disastrous one for English partridge, which cannot be hand-reared in the way French
ones are. We still have a few English partridge on the estate (we do not shoot them),

and we are looking at ways, in conjunction with a generous funding proposal which
has been offered by someone in the village, of increasing these numbers next year.

As we get further into the breeding season, it is particularly important if everyone can
please stick to the footpaths when out walking, and keep their dogs under control. [ am
also grateful for the restraint which everyone exercises in their cars later in the summer/
autumn, when the young pheasants get onto the roads coming out of Froyle in search
of beech mast and acorns.

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Bees Under Threat

How many bees have you seen this year? There is reported to be a 30% reduction in bee
numbers this year. Although bees are tiny, they are essential to a healthy environment.
We rely on them and other insects to pollinate most of our fruit and vegetables; without
bees it would cost UK farmers £1.8 billion a year to pollinate their crops. There are
lots of different types of bees in the UK- around 250 species! There are 24 species of
bumblebees, around 225 species of solitary bee and just a single honeybee species.

Bees are under threat.

The strength and health of honeybee colonies has declined due to disease and pesticides.
Some bumblebees and solitary bees that are able to collect pollen and nectar from a
wide range of plants, including garden flowers, are in a better position to maintain their
population. Other bumblebees and solitary bees are showing marked declines; these
collect nectar and pollen from a restricted range of plants, usually wild flowers, so
garden plants are of no benefit to them. We have lost 97% of our wildflower meadows
since the end of the Second World War. Even if suitable habitat remains, it is often
fragmented, creating difficulty for expansion of the bee population. Loss of suitable
nest site habitats also contribute to the difficulties these bees are encountering,.

We can do things to help.

Planting flowers rich in nectar, such as foxgloves and lavender, will help some of the bees
find the food they need. Aim to have some sort of nectar rich plant in bloom throughout
the entire year - ivy is good in the winter. Water is needed, especially on hot days; a
shallow dish with pebbles is ideal. A bundle of hollow stems or piles of untreated logs,
for example, would assist accommodation for some species of solitary bees. As a result
of interest expressed within the village there is a plan to develop a wildflower area on
the Recreation Ground in Froyle. It would be great if we could also find space in our
gardens to develop bee habitats and plant wild flowers, helping to create wild flower/
bee corridors for those bees dependent on the native wild flowers.

A lot more information regarding types of plants/trees to grow and suggested
‘accommodation’ ideas for bees is available from the websites of “The Bee Cause’ by
Friends of the Earth, or Garden Organic’s ‘Bee Heard’ campaign. The latter is also
looking for people to take part in a new survey aimed at discovering new ways to
encourage bumblebees into gardens and allotments.

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David’s Super Swim for Treloar’s

The late May Bank Holiday for some was a chance to relax and enjoy some long
awaited sunshine. For Treloar’s super fundraiser David Sanger, it was the day of the
10km Swimmers Marathon.

The swim took place at the stunning venue for the 2012 Olympics, Dorney Lake in
Eton, which was transformed into a festival of open water swimming. Open water
swimming is an amazing challenge whether you are an elite or a beginner with the event
featuring four distances, from 750m up to the iconic 10k ‘swimmers marathon’The
water was cold at barely above 14 degrees but the sun was shining and the pre-race
atmosphere helped to get all the 1,500 swimmers fired up for the marathon. After
months of training, David not only completed the staggering swim but managed to do
it in a time of 3 hours, 3 minutes & 15 seconds.

David said: “I had three objectives for the day: firstly, I was determined to finish the
race; secondly, [ wanted to be quicker than 20 minutes per km or 200 minutes overall
and thirdly, I wanted to get as close as I could to swimming pool training times of 18
minutes per km i.e. 180 minutes (or three hours) overall, so I was delighted with my
time”.

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THE VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE
Dear A,

“Summertime, and the livin is easy....”

I'have always loved George Gershwin’s Summertime, a sublime aria, originally written
for the opera Porgy and Bess. Gershwin’s music combines with DuBose Heyward’s
lyrics to render a wonderfully languid and evocative impression of the heat of a
South Carolina summer. However, it is quite a contrast to the summer we experience
here - and no, this is not another dig at the British weather - but rather a reflection on
the lively, energetic Benefice in which we live. A quick look at the calendar over the
summer months reveals all sorts of community activity: village fetes, concerts, flower
festivals, school fetes, open gardens, vestment displays, pet services, men’s breakfasts,
community cricket matches, various fundraising activities, etc., etc., etc.

One of the most encouraging things about all these occasions is the number of people
who are involved both young and old. These are events that bring people together as
one - which of course is what the word community means. The Bible makes much of
being one - Jesus is one with the Father and the Spirit and we are invited not only to
be one with him - but also with one another.

As a teenager, the concept of community neither seemed to be particularly dynamic
nor attractive to me - the world was a place to assert one’s own independence, a place
for individual self-discovery and expression. A few years later, I find myself reflecting
that though it is important to celebrate each person’s uniqueness and individual gifting
and talents, a true celebration of our individuality is only fully realised in the context
of community.

“And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and good works, not neglecting
to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all the more
as you see the Day drawing near.” Hebrews 10:24-25

This is why the Bible exhorts those who call themselves Christians not to ‘go it alone’.
Our place is within the body, each with our own part to play. It’s a bit like the different
instruments that make up an orchestra - and beautiful though each individual instrument
might be, it cannot match the power of and dynamism of a full symphonic orchestra.

This summer, let us give thanks for the communities in which we live and commit to

continue taking our part in their symphonies.

4G Broadband and TV Reception

Some good news for those seeking faster broadband - Everything Everywhere have
launched 4G services in our area. This has the potential to provide very much faster
broadband services than the service provided via BT phone lines (up to around only 7
Meg in the Froyle area, though the average reported by residents is less than 3 Meg).

The 4G rollout does have the potential to interfere with some TV signals. This was
identified at an early stage and affected areas may have been contacted.

I'would be interested to know if any residents have been experiencing a loss of signal on
some channels which has taken place very recently and which does not appear to have
any explanation so as to understand whether Froyle may be affected by this, and in order
to advise residents on a solution if it affects them which involves a filter device which can
be obtained cheaply.

THE VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE

Dear Al
Overcoming obstacles

This month we begin a new sermon series based on the Old Testament book of Nehemiah.
It's a great book that tells the story of the exiled Jew, Nehemiah, facing the challenge of
rebuilding the ruined city walls of Jerusalem and leading the Jewish people not only back
within its walls, but also back to a new and deeper commitment to God.

Nehemiah is beset by many difficult issues yet overcomes these with great wisdom and
superb leadership. He is often used in the church as a model of excellence in leadership
and many books have been written drawing on his experiences to highlight the way he
skilfully overcomes challenge after challenge.

However, the story begins not with any display of the latest management techniques nor
leadership acumen, but quite simply with a man who allows himself to be moved by his
heart:

They said to me, “Those who survived the exile and are back in the province are in great trouble and
disgrace. The wall of Jerusalen: is broken down, and its gates have been burned with fire.”

When I heard these things, 1 sat down and wept. (Nebemiah 1:4)

Technique, training and mentoring, gifting and talents all have their role to play in our
lives as we face varying challenges, but again and again the Bible undetlines the importance
of our hearts.

Before taking any action, Nehemiah still does
not turn to his own powers but with his heart
fully engaged, he prays. Only once this
combination of heart and prayer are in force
does he attempt to overcome what is set
before him. A heartless prayer is no prayer
atall.

This month, as we may well face many different

problems of our own, Nehemiah reminds us

to engage in prayer to God with all our hearts.

This is what all the great men and women of
the Bible do and, of course, what Jesus himself models.

So as we face our own obstacles, may our prayers be answered this month as we follow
Nehemiah's example and seeck God with all our heatts.

Muck spreading in Froyle

If you were affected by the muck spreading in Princess Paddock on the afternoon of
Friday 23 August you may like to know that the PC has passed on all the complaints
received. For those of you who were away, the smell was much worse than anyone could
remember. Some residents complained of headaches and difficulty breathing. Nota good
start to a bank holiday weekend.

The PC fully understand that the use of biosolids is a safe and cost effective way of
fertilising the soil and that ‘smells’ are part of the joy of living in the countryside. However
on this occasion the impact went beyond what is acceptable.

The actual spreading was undertaken by a contractor working for Thames Water. The
Thames Water Operations Manager was concerned at the distress caused and responded
as follows:

With regard to the biosolids spreading operation at Lower Froyle recently, this was a line amended product
originating from several sewage treatment works in the area namely Basingstoke and Guildford. These
works process sewage from a large catchment area using, in the main, natural biological processes, which
can lead to a natural variation in the sludge. The sludge is treated with lime to ensure the correct level of
pathogen reduction to make sure the product meets or exceeds the standards stipulated in the Safe Sludge
Matrixc and can be regycled to land. Odonr is unfortunately a natural variant of the product and we
endeavour to matke every effort to undertake our operations without cansing any odonr issues; however in
this instance it wonld appear that we have not succeeded. Onr investigations indicate that at the time of
spreading there was little wind and high humidity which meant the odonr produced lingered and did not
dissipate as quickly as normal. Furthermore incorporation of the product, which would have assisted in
reducing the odonr, was delayed and although completed within the required regulatory tineframe, contributed
to the length of time the odour remained.

Despite numerous operations in this area over the years, we are not aware of any previons comiplaints
however in order to avoid any future problems we plan to linsit the use of lime treated biosolids in this area,
indeed over the next few years our strategy is to phase out the production of a lime treated product altogether.
Furthermore following discussions with Mr Jobn Green at East Hampshire Environmental Health we
have agreed to notify him of any biosolids operations in the Froyle area, this will allow better commmnication
and enable an improved response should any issue arise. (Lhe full text can be found on our web site at

The PC have also received the following letter from Yarnham Farmers who farm the
field in question:

Lswrite in relation to the biosolids spreading operation by Thames Water on Friday afternoon 23+ August.

1t was an unusual and extreme circumstance.Y armbanms Partners and our contractor would like fo apologise
to the Eroyle commmnity for the distress cansed by the smell that lingered over the village for a couple of
days. We do understand and sympathise with you, we bad it here too.

In Your Garden

This month would be a good time to plant a container with evergreen plants for Winter
interest. I find the Alton Refuse Centre or “Tip" for short an excellent place to resource
unusual containers cheaply. Miniature evergreen shrubs in packs can often be found at
local garden centres to help you on your way . Itis best if you can find contrasting foliage.
A plain leaf next to a fussy leaf with a taller plant would work well. Tty to use peat free
compost such as New Hortizon. These small plants can then be transferred to the garden
in Spring to grow into shrubs so it's a case of a cheap 2 for 1. You might like to add a
few small bulbs or violas to add colour. I find these containers give you hope during the
bleak days of Winter and the money isn't wasted.

(And a point for the anoraks: it has been a
tradition in Froyle (like the rest of the UK) that
September has tended to be marginally wetter than
August, that is up until 2009 when they swapped
places; 2013 though looks like the year when the
status quo is restored...)

Out and about in autumn

Children are brilliant wildlife spotters and have such inquisitive minds. Inspire them
now and they may become the next David Attenborough or Chris Packham,
somebody’s got to do it! Memorable events can often spark an interest in the natural
world such as witnessing spectacular gatherings of starlings as they prepare to roost.
Winning the confidence of a robin to come to your hand is another wow moment.

Autumn is a great time for the family to explote footpaths and have fun building up
wisdom about wild things that share our planet, especially if there is an element of
competition. You could award points and points mean prizes! - How many autumn nuts,
fruits and seeds can you spot? Look for hazel nuts, beech mast, conkers, sweet chestnuts,
acorns, ash and maple ‘keys’, rosehips, hawthorn, spindle, wild privet and dogwood berries
and the fluffy seed heads of old man’s beard. Some hedges will be be-jewelled with strings
of red berries belonging to white and black bryony, on others you might find hops
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scrambling, a reminder that hop fields were once a feature of Froyle. Along sunny
hedgerows, look closely at ivy flowers for late butterflies, hoverflies, bees and wasps.
Become familiar with berries that are edible, don’t eat anything you are unsure of. For
information on a selection of poisonous berties see;
http:/ /www.countrylovers.co.uk/wfs/wisberties.htm)
Collect small items to take home to a nature table - feathers, fossils, empty snail shells,
pine cones. Try and identify finds and label them, pethaps make a mobile using some
of them. Colourful autumn leaves can be sandwiched in paper and pressed between
heavy books for a week or two then made into greetings cards or a collage. Plaster casts
of animal footprints are fun to do. Take photos of what you see and make and perhaps
print your own wildlife calendar.
If you have an apple tree store some apples especially to throw out when it gets really
cold, you may temp fieldfare and redwing down. As winter approaches make fat balls by
melting lard and adding sunflower hearts, ‘bird safe’ peanuts and chopped dried fruit.
Continue feeding and watching the birds through the winter. In January why not take
part in the RSPB’s Big Garden Birdwatch http://www.rspb.otg.uk/birdwatch/ the
world’s largest wildlife survey.
The more you look at the natural world the more you'll find, and the mote you find, the
more you realise what you don’t know. You'll never be bored again!

October’s Seasonal Recipe

As the countryside and indeed everyone’s garden is awash with all sorts of seasonal fruits,
we thought we would kick off this new column with something from the BBC Good
Food website, namely:

HEDGEROW JELLY
Ingredients: a variety of fruit from the hedgerow or garden: blackberries, elderberties,
sloes, damsons, wild plums, haws, rosehips.
An equal weight of either cooking or crab apples.
Sugar: preserving or cane, 11b (500g) per 1 pint (600ml) juice.

What to do: Wash and pick over the fruit, discarding any that are damaged. Wash and
cut up the apples, cutting out any bruises. Don't peel or core them. Put all into a preserving
pan with a little water and simmer until soft and it's mostly juice. Put into a jelly bag and
strain overnight.

Measure the juice (n.b. Don't squeeze the jelly bag or the result will be cloudy). Return
to the pan and add 11b (500g) per 1pt (600ml) of juice and allow to dissolve over a low
heat.. Boil rapidly until setting point is reached. (A knob of butter helps get rid of any
scum). Put into sterilised jars, cover and label. Enjoy on toast, scones, rice pudding; with
cold meat; or in a sauce for venison or pork.

APPLE SCONES

Take 1 Medium Cooking Apple, 8oz Plain Flour, 1/2 teaspoon salt, 1 level teaspoon of
baking powder, 20z butter or other fat, 20z castor sugar, scant 1/4 pint milk. For the
glaze a little milk and 1oz Demerara sugar.

Peel, core and finely chop the apple.

Sift together the flour, salt and baking powdet.

Rub in the fat then add the the castor sugar and apple.

Mix to a soft but not sticky dough with milk.

Roll out on a floured board into an 8 inch round.

Mark into 8 wedges, brush with milk and sprinkle on the demerara sugar.

Place on a greased baking tin then bake in a moderately hot oven Gas Mark 6 or 190-200
degrees for 20-25 minutes. Eat warm with butter.

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Walks round Froyle

Time: 1 Hour - Moderate walk

Leave the Anchor and turn left, walk along the lane, pass the pond on the right and take
the next left into Park Lane. Walk up Park Lane until you reach the gates to the White
House, turn right into the short path that leads to the village recreation ground. Walk
across the recreation ground keeping to the left along the tree line. At the road turn left
and approximately 100 yards cross over and turn into Bamber Lane. Keep on Bamber
Lane up the large incline and when you reach the top of the hill you will see a large house
on your left which is Saintbury Hill. Just after passing the house you will see a metal gate
on your left, go through this and keep on the grass path through two further metal gates
passing the tennis court on your left. On exiting the third gate you will see the path going
through the large field past the remains of a large tree and at the bottom continue along
the path keeping the hedgerow on your left. On reaching the lane, turn left and walk
towards St Mary’s Church. You are now in Upper Froyle. At the tee junction by the
church turn left walking down hill keeping the church on your right. Just prior the
thatched cottage on your tight you will see a stile into a field which may contain sheep,
cross the stile and follow the path across the field to a gate, go through the gate, turn left
and walk down the avenue of trees. At the end of the avenue, go through the gate, turn
right onto the lane and very quickly turn left onto the footpath signposted as St Swithuns
Way, follow this path and within 15 minutes you will return to your starting point.

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UPPER FROYLE DEVELOPMENT UPDATE

There’s lots to update the community on this month as the
regeneration of the former Treloar College site into 58 high
quality homes and a hotel continues to progress.

Although the homes aren’t there yet, the local bat population

already has its accommodation ready in a seties of bat boxes.

With the help of experts, the award-winning housebuilder Linden Homes has ensured
none of the protected creatures will be present when demolition starts.

The same professional care has been given to the Great Crested Newts which are being
safely relocated off site before full demolition begins in eatly Octobet.

Preparatory work has begun in some areas with the insides and roof coverings starting
to be removed, including a carefully controlled process to take away asbestos.

On the paperwork side, Linden Homes formally completed the land purchase in August.
It has now submitted design details with project partner Nicolas James Group to meet
the final conditions before building work can begin in earnest.

Villagers will soon see an information board go up explaining the Considerate Constructers
Scheme, of which Linden Homes is a member. Site offices will also appear later in the
year.

Away from the development, Linden Homes recently donated £500 to the parish council
to help retain the landmark Millennium Map on Jubilee Green in Upper Froyle.

Linden Homes Guildford managing director Peter Youll said: “Our preparatory work
has started well, including several important environmental measures. We always try to
keep disruption to a minimum but residents can get in touch if they have any questions.”

Our current project is to replace the hall curtains which are now 30 years old and have
given good service. We plan to install new rails and blackout blinds which should help
keep the hall a bit warmer as well as allow us to show films and make presentations easier
without light streaming in.

Our next potential project involves the installation of solar pv panels on the roof of the
hall. The money for this will come from the developer contribution fund and should be
available eatly next year. The panels will provide some free electricity for the hall, a payment
for all the electricity generated and a smallish contribution for any energy fed back into
the grid. In the long term this will make the hall greener and more sustainable. We are
looking at panels made by a company called Viridian which are a lot less intrusive than
some. See for yourself at www.viridiansolar.co.uk .

We are also looking at investing in a sound and projection system for the hall to include
a loop for those with hearing aids. No decision about this will be taken until we see how
the film and curry night goes.

100g (40z) golden syrup 100g (40z) butter
1 lemon rind grated 100g (40z) light muscovado sugar
100g (40z) blackberries 100g (40z) self-raising flour

3 tipe peats, peeled cored & quartered 2 eggs

Lightly butter an 8” cake tin. Spoon golden syrup over the base of the tin, then sprinkle
over the lemon rind, scatter over the blackberries, and pears cut side up.

Beat together all the cake ingredients with an electric hand whisk for 2-3 minutes, until
light and fluffy.

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THE VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE

Dear all

November is a month of remembeting. It is the month of Bonfire Night - "Remembet,
remember the fifth of Novembet" - as well as the month of Remembrance.

There is of course a considerable contrast in mood between these two closely timed
events. November 5th is characterised by fun, laughter, noise and action. It is a day of
national festivities. On the other hand, Remembrance Day, recalling the end of hostilities
of Wortld War 1 in 1918, is an obviously much graver affair.

The last surviving veteran of that war, Florence Green, died last year, two weeks shy of
her 111th Birthday. We no longer have any living links with the events of WW1. However,
Remembrance Day does not seem to have lost any of its meaning or poignancy for our
current generation. Why? Perhaps because we are not just remembering an event in history
but remembering all those who have died in the line of duty for their country, and relating
it to the lives we enjoy today because of their sacrifices. We also are very much aware of
the suffering of our current Servicemen and Women and their families.

[TT—— v In other words, at
Remembrance, past and
S present come together and
become one. We are not
merely recalling something
in the past but we effectively
rub shoulders with those
who have given their lives
for us - we are re-membet-
ing, re-connecting with those
who have died and allowing
their lives and actions to
once again influence our
society, our communities,
as well as our own personal
minds and heatts.

This re-member-ing is of course what is going on when we celebrate Communion in
church - it is not simply a reenactment or just a reminder of a particular event in history,
it is a means of re-connecting the past, present and future, re-connecting as a faith
community, re-connecting to God Himself and His life and actions, not only of the past,
but of the present and future.

Alton Counselling Service — Celebrating 40 Years

Alton Counselling Service came into being in 1974 due to the initiative of the late Rev.
David Porter of Alton Methodist Church. He had trained under Rev. Bill Kyle who
founded the Westminster Pastoral Foundation in London to aid ministers and lay
people in distress over relationships or the direction in which their lives were going.
Few people at that time had any idea what counselling was about and it was difficult
to arouse interest. The co- operation of local GPs was essential and Drs Gladders,
Everett and Willis were of great assistance. From the beginning we were fortunate in
having the support of the Alton Society of Friends, who provided rooms for us and
continue to do so today. Their assistance and generosity has been invaluable over the
years.

The early years were sometimes difficult, but the encouragement and assistance from
the WPF helped us on the way to receiving accreditation.

FROYLE PARK, UPPER FROYLE:
REDEVELOPMENT UPDATE

The regeneration of Treloar College is progressing smoothly as careful prepara-
tions pave the way for constructing 58 high quality homes.

The site got busier during November as material from vital demolition was taken
away. However, the completion of this job means reduced disturbance as vehicle
access is now restricted to a temporary route on the southern side.

Measures to protect wildlife have concluded too. In order for demolition even
to begin, areas where bats might be roosting were assessed and a number of Great
Crested Newts safely relocated.

The next step under the European Protected Species Licences granted for the
site is the construction of new Great Crested Newt habitat on the site, alongside the
incorporation of bat roosting features within the new homes being built. This work
will be done with the aim of securing the sustained and long-term presence of these
species on site once the development is complete.

Just as importantly, the building team has been in regular contact with neigh-
bours and the local authority to minimise disruption and keep everyone informed
of progress.

Sustainable development is important, and, during demolition, masonty has
been separated into what can be recycled to help form paths and roads, for example.
The rest is despatched to regional recycling plants to retrieve even more useful

material.
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The fresh space has provided room for the site offices, compound, materials store
and car parking. As with every Linden Homes project, a Considerate Constructors
Scheme sign has gone up explaining how the team aims to minimise disruption for
neighbours.

Linden Homes Guildford managing director Peter Youll said: “We are approach-
ing completion of the demolition stage, and at this point the site’s regeneration can
truly begin. As the works progress, residents will be able to see quality homes
appearing.

“It’s an exciting time as the plans start to become a reality, but that doesn’t mean
that our focus wanders from being a considerate housebuilder. We want to keep
disruption to a minimum, so please get in touch if you have any concerns or questions.”

1914 FLANDERS POPPIES 2014

In 2014 it is the 100t anniversary of the start of the First World War and
The Royal British Legion has just launched a campaign in partnership with B & Q
to encourage local authorities, organisations, institutions and communities to sow
wild poppy seeds on plots of land they own, whilst members of the public are being
asked to sow them in their gardens.

The aim is to honour the memory of the 17 million individuals who lost
their lives in one of the deadliest conflicts in history.

The national campaign, which was started as a local initiative in Kent, has
spread worldwide and other countries are also taking part.. Across the UK plans
are already afoot:: Northlew in Devon is sowing a 20 mile stretch of poppies along
their highways using 50kg of seed donated by Suttons Seeds; and schools in East
Anglia received 1,500 packets of seeds from Unwins and Marshalls.

But Will Froyle being taking part? Well we sincerely hope so! Most seed
catalogues sell packets of wild poppy seeds for around £2 a packet. And meanwhile
B & Q are donating /1 for every packet of poppy seeds they sell to the Royal British
Legion.

So come on everybody and let’s make Froyle glow with colour next year!

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Wildlife Walks and Talks

Our talk by Alick Jones on November 12t about how to make our
gardens more wildlife friendly, was both very interesting and informative, giving us
lots of ideas to help wildlife, particularly through the winter. These ideas included
planting native trees and shrubs; ivy and mixed hedging make particularly good
habitats for both small mammals and birds. Making wood piles and ponds also
encourage invertebrates which in turn will attract all sorts of wildlife which will pay
you back by preying upon your unwanted visitors such as slugs and snails!

Make your own bird cake

Pour melted fat (suet or lard, not margarine) onto a mixture of ingredients
such as seeds, nuts, dried fruit, oatmeal etc. use about 1/3 fat to 2/3 mixture. Stir
well in a bowl and allow it to set in a container of your choice, eg an empty coconut
shell or plastic cup, or put it on your bird table when solid.

Make sure you clean bird feeders and tables regularly to avoid spreading
lethal diseases.

Advance notice — the topic of our next meeting on Friday FEBRU-
ARY 74 at 7.30pm has changed. We now have Matthew Douse from the
Amphibian and Reptile Conservation Trust who will talk about the work that
the Trust does in developing and conserving habitats for our native species of
reptiles and amphibians. They ate responsible for about 30 reserves and we are
lucky in that they are fairly close by in Surrey. Later in the year there may be an
opportunity to arrange a guided tour if there is enough interest.

Unfortunately the talk from Mark Sharman, an underwater wildlife camer-
aman, will have to be postponed for the time being as his work is going to take
abroad potentially for the next few months.

Merry Mas and a Happy New Year.

The Christian speaker and evangelist, ] John, put it beautifully:
‘If you take Christ out of Christmas, all you are left with is M&S.

[well m-a-s but it’s a great one liner! - Ed.]

And yet, the pressure on us to airbrush Jesus Christ out of Christmas is enormous - recent
surveys* seem to bear this out:

Only 10% of adults say the most important thing about Christmas is ‘religious meaning’
Only 12% of adults know the full nativity story, dropping to just 7% of 18-24’s

36% of children aged 5-7 don’t know whose birthday we celebrate on December 25th
72% of people do not plan to attend a carol service in church

Why these statistics? Because 51% of people say ‘the birth of Jesus is irrelevant to my
Christmas’.

As a Vicar, Christmas brings up all sorts of emotions: excitement and anticipation - I look
forward to time with family, giving and receiving gifts, eating, drinking (in moderation,
of course!) and all the fun activities, nativity plays, carols, etc. However, there is also much
frustration and angst - how do I make the Christmas message engaging, relevant, understood
and heard without feeling like it is just the usual annual nag from the church to take this
historical person, Jesus, seriously?

So, for this letter, I’'m going to sum it up in two sentences:

'He came to his own, and his own people did not receive him. But to all who did receive
him, who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God.'

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WHAT’S GOING ON IN EAST HANTS

From your District Councillor

The main topic of interest at EHDC over the past few weeks has
been the reconvening of the Examination in public of our East Hampshire
Local Plan.  The JCS, which had been prepared jointly with the South
Downs National Park — was rejected by a Government Inspector at Exami-
nation in October 2012. The Inspector’s concerns mainly focused on
housing, and his recommendation was that Fast Hants should increase the
numbers built throughout the district over the next 15 years.

We await his verdict with considerable interest, but in the meantime,
developers are putting forward proposals for sites surrounding Alton.
There will be public consultations and I would urge you to come along
and make your comments known. We anticipate that there will be
improvements to the Butts Bridge to facilitate the new houses, but in general
the increase in traffic in the Alton area is a major concern, and those of us
who are Local Councillors are highlighting the problem and calling for an
holistic and imaginative review of traffic up to 2020.

On a lighter note, I am pleased to confirm that we have a new
EHDC Community Officer for Alton and the surrounding villages, John
Geoghegan.  John is visiting us in Froyle in December, and is keen to see
how he can help us in terms of applying for grants, and supporting local

groups and ventures.  If you have any ideas to put forward, please let me
know.
